There is a change in the schedule, the
CMP match for September is can-
celed. But there is a Poker Shoot
taking it's place. We are going to have
our second Poker Shoot, and you can
use your rim fire rifles. Due to the cost
of ammunition we want to try some-
thing new. We will be shooting from
the 50 yard marker, shooting at playing
cards, there will be "Wild Cards" and
"Poison Cards". Since our first attempt
was well received, and fun for the
shooters, we are running another
event. We strongly encourage using
Iron Sights, but will accept scopes, the
format will be similar to CMP shoot.
For scoped rifles we will not spend ex-
tra time sighting them in. We will use 2
rounds for sighting in guns and 50
rounds for the match. Shooting will be
timed and done from prone, sitting,
and off hand positions. No club guns
are available for this shoot. In the fu-
ture the cost of using a club gun for a
match will be raised from $30 to $40,
to help off set the cost of ammunition.
The cost will be $10 per person for the
"Poker Shoot", we will start a 8 am on
Saturday September 19th. Bring a
shooting mat or something to lay on,
and hearing protection. put on your
best Poker Face and we will see you
there.

ARTICLE IV, Elections
SECTION 1.Qualifications. A member of this
Organization shall be eligible to hold an office
as a Director or Officer for two consecutive
terms whereupon said member shall become
ineligible to hold that office for a period of one
year. Directors and Officers may not hold any
of the following key positions in the Executive
Committee: Archery Chairperson, Rifle and/or
Pistol Chairperson, Trap and/or Skeet Chair-
person or Muzzleloader Chairperson. If one of
these positions is being held by someone
seeking election of a Director or Officer, the
Chair position shall be vacated prior to accept-
ing the duties of the newly elected position.
SECTION 2. Eligibility. A member shall be
eligible to hold any office if they maintain the
following criteria throughout the term of office
at the time of nomination and election.
A. A member in good standing for at least one
full year.
B. At least 21 years of age.
C. Dues paying member.
D. Ability to hold an elected public office.
E. Disclosure of affiliation with another club or
organization.
F. Not a member of the Sportsman’s Club
Foundation.
ARTICLE V, Directors

SECTION 1. Directors. The Board of Directors
of the Organization shall be composed of nine
Directors. The term of office for a Director shall
be three years.
SECTION 2. General Powers and Responsi-
bilities. The property and business of this Or-
ganization shall be managed by its Board of
Directors, which may exercise all such powers
of this Organization, to finalize and enforce all
Policies of this Organization. The Board has
the authority to spend those monies approved
by the current year’s budget. Any expenditure
other than those necessary to prevent loss of

use of the facility or activity must be approved

y_th qgneral membership. The Board shall
do all things as required to be exercised, sub-
ject to the restrictions imposed by law, by the
certificate of Incorporation, and by these By-
laws.

ARTICLE VI, Officers

SECTION 5. President and Presidential Du-
ties. The President shall have general charge,
control and supervision over the administration
and activities of the Organization. The Presi-
dent shall keep the Chairman of the Board fully
informed concerning the activities of the Or-
ganization. The President shall be an ex officio
member of the Board of Directors with the
power to vote only in the event of a tie. In gen-
eral, the President shall have all powers and
perform all duties incident to the office of the
President of this Organization and such pow-
ers and duties as from time to time may be
asked of him by the Board of Directors or
Chairman of The Board. The President pre-
sides over the Membership meeting in accor-
dance with Article VII, Section 1. The President
shall be the liaison between the membership
and the Board of Directors.
SECTION 6. Vice-President and Duties. At
the request of the President, or in his absence
or disability or failure to act, the Vice-President
shall have and perform all the duties of the
President, and when so acting, shall have all
the powers of an d be subject to all the restric-
tions of the Office of the President. In the case
of the death or the resignation of the President,
the Vice-President shall assume the duties and
title of the President. The Vice-President shall
be an ex-officio member of the Board of Direc-
tors, without the power to vote, except when
performing the duties of the President pursuant
to the provisions of this document. The Vice-
President shall have such powers and shall
perform such other duties as may be asked of
him by the Board of Directors, the Chairman of
the Board or by the President.
SECTION 7. Secretary and Duties. The Sec-
retary shall keep or cause to be kept in books
provided for that purpose, the minutes of all
